We have decided to do some very special things
this Season, starting with a concert on November,
22 that will feature the first performances in Russia
of two cello pieces by Jan Sibelius and a cello con-
certo by 18th-century Austrian composer Georg
Christoph Wagenseil and continuing on with a se-
ries of interesting programs played both by Musica
Viva alone and in collaboration with invited soloists
and conductors.

By way of artistic experiment, the orchestra is pre-
paring the Russian premieres of three 18th-century
operas (version concert): George Frideric Handel’s
«Ariodante», Joseph Haydn’s «ll mondo della luna»
and Domenico Cimarosa’s «Le astuzie femmenili».
For me, one of the most fascinating events of the
Season will be the first Moscow performance of
Antonio Vivaldi’s grandiose oratorio «Juditha Trium-
phans». The oratorio contains music of staggering
beauty and | very much want it to be heard in Mos-
cow. We have engaged for the project a group of
superb singers, such as Laura Polverelli and Marina
Comparato, who are familiar with the secrets and
the technique of performing music of the Baroque
era. In preparing the oratorio, it is important to us
to come as close as we possibly can to achieving an
authentic performance style.

Our guest artists this season will include a number
of eminent soloists and conductors who are experts
in the authentic performance of music from both the
Baroque and Romantic eras, including conductor
Christopher Moulds, pianist Nikolai Lugansky and
soloists of leading European opera houses.

Without doubt, a bright event of the Season will

be our December concert celebrating the 70th
birthday this year of leading Russian composer
Vyacheslav Artyomov.

Next spring will bring the return, after a year’s
absence, of our traditional festival «Dedication», this
time devoted entirely to Italian culture.

The Moscow Chamber Orchestra Musica Viva is a unique
ensemble with a distinguished history stretching back
32 years. Musica Viva has gained particular renown for
its historically authentic performances of musical works
of different eras.

It has undertaken a number of unique projects in this
regard that have led to significant events in the musical
life of Russia. Musica Viva regularly plays scores by
Western European composers of the Baroque and Clas-
sical eras previously unknown to Russian audiences.

It has given special attention to operas and oratorios
performed with the participation of highly regarded
and experienced foreign singers and conductors. In
recent years, under Maestro Rudin’s direction, Musica
Viva has performed Joseph Haydn’s oratorios «The
Creation» and «The Seasons», both of which are works
very rarely heard in Moscow. In collaboration with
English conductor Christopher Moulds, it presented
the Russian premiere of «Orlando», one of the most
celebrated of George Frideric Handel’s many operas.
Since 1988, Musica Viva has a Moscow Philharmonia
subscription series, «Masterpieces and Premieres», which
has offered listeners outstandingly original programs of
classical music. The orchestra’s concerts in the Great Hall
of the Moscow Conservatory and Tchaikovsky Concert
Hall have also acquainted the public with world-famous
musicians who have never before performed in Russia.
Among them have been English conductors Christopher
Hogwood and Sir Roger Norrington, the latter an ac-
knowledged master of authentic performance style who
has conducted the orchestra with great success on three
occasions. In 2000, Musica Viva initiated an international
annual chamber music festival called «Dedication», to
which it invites well-known performers from throughout
the world. The festival has traditionally taken place in the
Tretyakov Gallery.

In 2008, Musica Viva was designated a State Cultural
Organization of Moscow. In 2009, the orchestra received
one of the special grants bestowed by the Government
of the Russian Federation on leading musical ensembles.
Musica Viva has made an extensive series of recordings,
including not only famous classical music pieces, but
also unknown remarkable works, which have never been

recorded before.

Artistic Director of the Musica Viva orchestra is
Alexander Rudin, recipient of a state prize of the
Russian Federation and a prize of the Govern-
ment of Moscow, professor of the Moscow State
Conservatory and jury member of a number of
international competitions, including as chairman
of the violoncello jury at the 12th International
Tchaikovsky Competition in 2002.

A world famous violoncellist, Rudin was himself

a prize-winner at prestigious international com-
petitions, including the Johann Sebastian Bach
Competition in Leipzig(1975), the Gaspar Cassado
Competition in Florence (1979) and the International
Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow (1978 and 1982).
Artistic Director of Musica Viva since 1988, Rudin
has simultaneously collaborated, as soloist and
conductor, with such ensembles as the Royal Phil-
harmonic Orchestra in London, the Orchestra of
Danish Radio in Copenhagen, the Vienna Symphony
Orchestra,the Bavarian State Opera Orchestra in
Munich, the Tchaikovsky Symphony Orchestra and
the Russian National Orchestra.

Maestro Rudin today pursues a wide variety of
musical activities, including performances as
violoncellist, conductor, pianist and harpsichord-
ist, the investigation of old and nearly forgotten
scores and the orchestration of works of chamber
music. In his concert performances, Rudin plays
both a modern cello and a viola da gamba, inter-
preting music of the Romantic and Baroque eras,
as well as Viennese classics, in an authentic man-
ner. His long and bright artistic career has brought
him into contact with such well-known modern
composers as Dmitry Kabalevsky, Edison Denisov
and lvan Cherepnin,as well as Valentin Silvestrov,
Rodion Shchedrin, Vyacheslav Artyomov and
Andrey Golovin.

Rudin is particularly involved in teaching and in
working with young musicians. Besides his profes-
sorship at the Moscow State Conservatory, he

is a guest professor of Yasar University in lzmir
(Turkey). He also gives master classes throughout
the world and works as a conductor with youth

ensembles.

For Musica Viva the principal event of the first half of the Season

is the 50th birthday in November of the orchestra’s artistic director

and conductor, Alexander Rudin.
Concerts in celebration of Maestro Rudin’s birthday
on November, 22 at Tchaikovsky Concert Hall and on
December, 2 at Svetlanov’s Hall of the Moscow Inter-
national Performing Arts Center will put on display
his outstanding talent both as a cellist, in the perfor-
mance of rarities from the cello concerto repertoire,
and as a conductor of large-scale symphonic works.
The Russian premieres of two rare operas have been
planned for the Spring of 2011. George Frideric
Handel’s «Ariodante» will be heard for the first
time in Russia on March, 30 in Tchaikovsky Con-
cert Hall, with a superb group of guest artists from
Great Britain, including soprano Deborah York and
conductor Christopher Moulds; and on April, 14, also
in Tchaikovsky Concert Hall, Maestro Rudin will lead
the first performance in Russia of Joseph Haydn’s
«ll mondo del luna», an opera based upon a play by
Carlo Goldoni.
Special project of the Season Musica Viva dedicates
to italian music and culture. International Music
Festival «Dedication: Viva la Musical» in April’11 will
perform 5 concerts (view page 12).
Near the end of the season Musica Viva will take
note of the long-standing musical ties between Italy
and Russia with the first performance in this country
of Domenico Cimarosa’s «Le astuzie femmenilis.
The opera will feature members of the Bolshoi The-
ater’s Youth Program in the solo parts and, follow-
ing its Moscow debut, will be taken on tour to other
cities of Russia. Also in Musica Viva’s plans are tours

to France, Germany, Czech Republic, Turkey.
