Musica Viva chamber orchestra is one of

Moscow’s favorite chamber ensembles.
Listeners are attracted by the special
atmosphere of its concerts and its
refined programs. In its interpretations,
Musica Viva strives to return to the
original concept of the music, which is
often difficult to distinguish under the
thick layers of interpretive tradition.

In doing so, it brings to music lovers
interpretations that are strikingly new
and fresh. This approach is what has
caused the ensemble to give the name
«Masterpieces and Premieres» to one
of its most important long-term artistic
projects.

For the past two decades, the orchestra
has been led by Alexander Rudin, a
versatile musician of international
renown and Professor of the Moscow
Conservatory. The celebration of Maestro
Rudin’s 50th birthday in November and
December 2010 ranked as one of the
major musical events of last season.
Rudin has exerted enormous influence
on the artistic character of Musica

Viva through his love of rarely played

music, his mastery of many styles of
interpretation and his superb taste in the
choice of programs and guest artists.
One direction he has taken, and a priority
for the orchestra, is that of presenting
great composers in their historical milieu.
In addition, the Maestro has devoted
special attention to programming seldom
heard works of Russian composers such
as Mikhail Glinka, Alexander Alyabyev,
Osip Kozlovsky and Mikhail Viyelgorsky.
Over past seasons, the orchestra has
successfully participated in operas and
oratorios together with outstanding
foreign singers and conductors. As

part of the Musica Viva’s Moscow
Philharmonic Society subscription series
«Masterpieces and Premieres», Maestro
Rudin has led the orchestra in very

rarely heard masses of Joseph Haydn
and the composer’s oratorios «The
Creation» and «The Seasons», the opera
«ldomeneo» of Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart, and the Requiems of Mozart

and Robert Schumann. Together with
British conductor Christopher Moulds,
the orchestra has also achieved notable

success in presenting the Russian
premieres of George Frideric Handel’s
operas «Orlando» and «Ariodante».
During the 2011—2012 season,

the orchestra will present a new
Philharmonic subscription series called
«Silver Classics» in the concert hall

of the Gnessin Academy of Music.

Its hero will be Carl Philipp Emanuel
Bach, surrounded by his European
contemporaries who for the Russian
public have until now languished in the
shadow of Viennese classicism.

Since 2000, Musica Viva has presented
an annual international music festival

in Moscow titled «Dedication». Each
festival centers on a particular theme
to which its programs are dedicated. lts
concerts bring together musicians from
different countries.

Musica Viva takes part in other
international music festivals and often
appears abroad in Germany, France,
The Netherlands, Italy, Spain, the
Czech Republic, Latvia, Slovenia, India,
Turkey, Finland, Taiwan and other
countries. In addition, it annually tours
to various cities of Russia. During the
current season, the most important
foreign event for the orchestra will

be participation in the large-scale
international festival known as «La Folle
Journée», which will take it to France,
Spain and Japan.

The orchestra has recorded more than
20 compact discs for labels such as
Russian Season (Russia — France),
Olympia (Great Britain), Hyperion
(Great Britain), Tudor (Switzerland) and
Melodiya (Russia). The orchestra’s most
recent recordings have been of works
by Alyabyev (2009), Beethoven (2010)
and Glinka (2010) for the Belgian label
Fuga Libera.

As a cellist, Rudin is today undoubtedly

one of the leading figures of the Russian
school of interpretation. His artistry

is marked by a uniquely natural and
fascinating manner of playing, in which
depth of interpretation and refined taste
transform every work he plays into a
masterpiece. Over his years as a musician,
he has brought to thousands of listeners a
host of unknown but nevertheless worthy
pages from the world’s musical heritage.
Alexander Rudin’s artistic credo is based
upon a careful and sensitive relationship
to the musical text. And that has led him
to an interest in authentic interpretation.
Rudin is one of the few Russian concert
artists who manages unleash in his
concerts the entire arsenal of available
interpretive styles, playing works of the
Romantic era in a traditional manner, while

applying authentic style to music of the

baroque and classical eras. He applies the
same interpretive principals to his activity
as a pianist and conductor. In addition,

he combines playing the cello with
performances on the viola da gamba.

In addition to his career as a soloist,
Alexander Rudin has for the past 20 years
been artistic director of the Musica Viva
chamber orchestra and for the past ten
years of the annual international music
festival «Dedication». Maestro Rudin has
also appeared as guest conductor with
such ensembles as the St.Petersburg
Philharmonic Orchestra, the Russian
National Orchestra, the Tchaikovsky
Symphony Orchestra and the Svetlanov
State Symphony Orchestra of Russia,

as well as with symphony and chamber
orchestras in Norway, Finland and Turkey.
In many of his programs, he has appeared

simultaneously as conductor and soloist.

Rudin gives great attention to the
interpretation of contemporary music
and has participated in the world and
Russian premieres of works by Valentin
Silvestrov, Vlyacheslav Artyomov, Arvo
Part and Andrei Golovin.

He has recorded numerous compact
discs for the Naxos, Russian Season,
Olympia, Hyperion, Tudor, Melodiya and
Fuga libera labels.

Alexander Rudin is a People’s Artist

of Russia, the laureate of a State Prize
of Russia and a Prize of the Mayor

of Moscow and a Professor of the
Moscow Conservatory. He graduated

in cello and piano from the Gnessin
Academy of Music in 1983 and in
orchestral conducting from the Moscow
Conservatory in 1989, and was a

prize winner at several international

competitions.

Musica Viva has planned some 80
concerts for the current concert season,
among which are a number of unique
projects both in Russia and abroad.
Included in the orchestra’s plans is

its own pair of Moscow Philharmonic
Society subscription series, as well as
participation in one of the most sought-
after of the Philharmonic’s series, «World
Opera Stars in Moscow», and an extensive
tour as part of «La Folle Journée», one of
Europe’s most prestigious music festivals.
An innovative project of Musica Viva

is «Masterpieces and Premieresy,

one of the most popular Philharmonic
subscription series, which over the years
has attracted considerable attention on
the part of Moscow music lovers, as each
of its concerts inevitably provides a new
discovery. These major events of Musica
Viva’s season take place in Tchaikovsky
Concert Hall and open with a program
under the baton of one of today’s leading
Russian conductors, the charismatic

and intellectually challenging Vladimir
Jurowsky, in a program of works by Arthur
Honegger and Anton Webern that are
rarely heard in Russia.

Discovering new interpretations of

music of the Romantic era is a difficult
task, one that requires the services

of an extraordinary musician. In his

program titled «Sunrise to Sunset of
Romanticism», Alexander Rudin explores
the extreme ends of the era — works
which gave the first glimpse of future
greatness and those which marked the
era’s conclusion at the start of the 20th
century. Early Romanticism is represented
by the music of three composers born
between the years 1809 and 1811,
Mendelssohn, Schumann and Liszt, while
Strauss appears as the final representative
of the Romantic tradition.

The culmination of the subscription series
will be the first performance ever in
Moscow of Antonio Vivaldi’s grandiose
oratorio «Juditha Triumphans devicta
Holofernis barbarie» (Judith Triumphant
over the Barbarians of Holofernes). The
brilliant virtuoso vocal parts in the operas
and oratorios of Vivaldi are very rarely
performed outside of Italy. To take part in
«Juditha Triumphans», Musica Viva has
invited some superb singers from ltaly
who today rank among the brightest stars
of baroque opera interpretation, led by
the leading soprano Marina Comparato,
together with mezzo-soprano Laura
Polverelli and contralto Maria Jose Trullu.
The performance of Vivaldi’s oratorio

will be one of the principal festive events
of the 2011 Year of ltaly in Russia and of
Russia in Italy. In addition to its concert

series at Tchaikovsky Hall, the orchestra will
begin a new series of chamber programs

in the concert hall of the Gnessin Academy
of Music devoted to rarities from the

18th century. To be heard will be works

of the rococo, the «style gallant» and the
so-called «Sturm und Drangy, all of which
arose in the shadow of Viennese classicism
as represented in the golden repertoire

of Haydn, Mozart and Beethoven, which
has tended to hide from view other lesser-
known music. Maestro Rudin calls these
works «Silver Classics». Personifying

this «alternative» history of music in the
18th century will be Carl Philipp Emanuel
Bach, the second son of Johann Sebastian
Bach, whose music is practically unknown
to Russian listeners. Also adorning the
programs of «Silver Classics» cycle will be
works by the noted Bohemian composers
Johann Baptist Vanhal and Franz Benda, as
well as of the latter’s German pupil Johann
Wilhelm Hertel. Symphonies and concertos
by these composers will by supplemented
by fragments from the operas of Christoph
Willibald Gluck and Niccolo Piccini, and
Alexander Rudin will participate as both
cello and harpsichord soloist.

From January to May 2012, Musica Viva will
take part in a large-scale foreign project
dedicated to Russian music, embarking

on tours within the framework of the
classical music festival «La Folle Journées.
Although the festival is organized in France,
it has for many years reached far beyond
the borders of France to various other
countries of the world and is heard each
year by hundreds of thousands of listeners.
In the course of some 40 concerts during
the upcoming festival, Musica Viva will
acquaint audiences in France, Spain and
Japan with the music of such great Russian
masters as Glinka, Alyabyev, Tchaikovsky,
Rachmaninov and Shostakovich.
